2. Have identification showing your present address.

3. Complete and return attached two-page application. Once your application
has been processed, you will receive an approval letter containing additional
information.

Be able to pay the adoption fee. Farm adoptions are CASH ONLY.

Be able and willing to spend the necessary time and money to provide the

proper care, medical treatment and training to care for this animal.

6. Have consent of landlord if the animal will be kept on property not owned
by you.

At the time of adoption you will be asked to sign an adoption contract with the
Houston SPCA. It will specify your agreement to keep this animal(s) for the
remainder of its life, as well as your agreement to return it to the Houston SPCA
should you decide you can no longer keep it.

Once completed and returned, this application becomes the property of the
Houston SPCA and will be retained in our files. The Houston SPCA reserves the
right to deny the adoption of any animal in its care.
